Periodicity and coverage
Periodicity of data collection: Irregularly or only once, the last was carried out in 2011 and the previous one in 2005-2006

Geographical coverage: Whole country

Population coverage: Whole population excluding the following groups: Collective households and international civil servants

Concepts and definitions
Current employment
Definition of employment: L'emploi comprend les personnes qui ont travaillé pendant au moins une heure au cours d'une semaine dite de référence pour obtenir un salaire, bénéfice ou gain familial, en espèces ou en nature, ainsi que les personnes qui pendant cette semaine de référence se trouvaient temporairement absentes de leur travail.

Employment refers to people who during the reference period: 

- worked for one hour or more for wage or salary, in cash or in kind

- worked for at least 40 hours without pay on a family business or farm

Reference period for employment: The seven days preceding the interview date (moving)

Current unemployment
Definition of unemployment: Le chômage concerne les personnes qui se trouvent sans travail pendant la période de référence,  sont disponibles pour travailler et cherchent activement un emploi.

Unemployment refers to people who during the reference period: Are without work, available to work and actively seeking work

Reference period for seeking work: The four weeks preceding the interview date (moving)

Underemployment
Underemployment concept measured: Time related underemployment and visible underemployment

Employment in the informal sector

- members of informal producers’ cooperatives

- employees holding informal jobs in formal sector enterprises

- employees holding informal jobs in informal sector enterprises

- employees holding informal jobs as paid domestic workers employed by households

- own-account workers engaged in the production of goods exclusively for own final use by their household, if considered employed

Criteria used to define informal jobs: lack of written employment contract

If more than one criteria are used: any one of the criteria should be met

Information is collected for: main job

Informal employment refers: only to persons whose main job is informal

Treatment of special groups
- Paid apprentices and trainees are classified as employed 

- Unpaid apprentices and trainees are classified as employed 

- Contributing family workers at work during the reference period are classified as employed 

- Contributing family workers temporarily absent from work are classified as employed 

- Persons engaged in production of goods for own final use (e.g. subsistence farming) are classified as employed 

- Persons engaged in production of services for own final use (e.g. care work, cooking, etc.) are classified as employed
