Title of the survey: Population (household) Survey on Economical Activity Issues

Organisation responsible: State Statistics Committee of Ukraine

Objectives of the survey: The purpose of the survey is to obtain data on the composition and structure of labour force, to estimate the level and trend in employment and economic activity as well as to estimate the reliable estimates of unemployment rate.

Date: 08/06/2011

Periodicity and coverage
Periodicity of data collection: Monthly

Geographical coverage: Whole country excluding the following areas: in territorial sample construction, the settlements (rural council) allocated in the alienation zone (zone I) and in the radioactive polluted obligatory resettlement zone (zone II) caused by Chernobyl disaster

Population coverage: Whole population excluding the following groups: Persons living in institutions and foreigners

Comments: Excluded from the survey: 1) Compulsory-duty servicemen (excluding called-up for annual reservist training), as well as cadets living in casern;  2)  Students and pupils   (full-time education) of all educational institutions, living in other area and being subject to the survey at their place of education

The survey covers: The usual residents present and the usual residents temporarily absent

Definition of usual resident: Resident population is population living at the moment of the census in the given territory, including the temporarily absent population if their absence does not last longer than 12 months.

Definition of household and household members: A household is constituted by the persons that live together at one accommodation or part of an accommodation, provide themselves with everything necessary for living, run the house mutually and have fully or partly joint funds. These persons may be related or not (for example students that rent house, pay for it together and eat together). A household may also consist of only one person.

Usual household members who are temporarily absent are enumerated in the survey: Yes, including labour related questions

Age coverage: The labour related questions of the survey relate to the population of age groups between 15 and 70 years old

Topics covered:
Demographic characteristics: age, sex, marital status, nationality, educational attainment, relationship to household head, disability
Main labour related characteristics: employment, unemployment, underemployment, hours of work, employment in informal sector, usual activity, production for own final use by the household, labour migration, absence from work

Concepts and definitions
Current employment
Definition of employment: The employed are persons aged from 15 to 70 years who during the reference week: worked  for at least one hour to receive cash or in kind payment; were self-employed; worked at their own (family) enterprise or at an enterprise or business that belongs to any member of the household for free; worked at private subsidiary agriculture in order to sell the goods produced; or were temporarily absent from work, i.e. were formally attached to a work place, had their own enterprise (business) or did not work during the reference period due to reasons beyond their control.  The employed population does not include the persons who performed unpaid civil or voluntary work or who are engaged in household chores only.

Employment refers to people who during the reference period: 

- worked for one hour or more for wage or salary, in cash or in kind

- worked for one hour or more for profit or family gain, in cash or in kind

- were temporarily not at work and had a formal attachment to a wage employment job

- were temporarily not at work and had an enterprise

- worked for at least one hour without pay on a family business or farm

Reference period for employment: The seven days preceding the interview date (moving)

Current unemployment
Definition of unemployment: Unemployment refers to any person who did not work during the reference period, but was available for work and had taken active steps to find work.

Unemployment refers to people who during the reference period: Are without work, available to work and actively seeking work

Reference period for seeking work: The four weeks preceding the interview date (moving)

Reference period for availability for work: The two weeks following the interview date (moving)

Underemployment
Underemployment concept measured: Time related underemployment and visible underemployment

Underemployment refers to employed persons who: 

- are willing to work additional hours in the survey reference period

- are available to work additional hours in the survey reference period

- worked less than 40 hours a week in their main job

Information collected on the number of hours of work wanted/ available for: Yes

Hours of work
The survey measures: hours actually worked and usual hours

Information is collected for: main and secondary job(s) separately

Reference period used for the measure of hours of work: a week

Actual hours of work are collected for: the week as a whole

Employment in the informal sector
Definition of informal sector units: The employment in the informal sector is determined according to the procedure approved by the SSCU order of the 29.02.2000 # 73 which is in line with the 15th ICLS resolution. The population employed in the informal sector includes all persons that were employed in production units of the household sector, that were market-oriented, engaged no more than 5 workers and were not registered with the State authority.

The informal sector employment refers to the population employed in: 

- own-account enterprises which are not registered

- enterprises of informal employers employing less than 5 persons engaged

- enterprises of informal employers which are not registered

- enterprises of informal employers whose employees are not registered

Agriculture, forestry and fishing is excluded from the scope of the definition: No

Employment in the informal sector refers: only to persons whose main job is in the informal sector

Treatment of special groups
- Persons with a job but temporarily absent due to parental leave are classified as employed 

- Persons with a job but temporarily absent due to educational or training leave are classified as employed 

- Persons with a job but temporarily absent due to voluntary leave without pay are classified as employed 

- Persons on temporary lay-off without pay are classified as employed 

- Persons on indefinite lay-off without pay are classified as employed 

- Seasonal workers not at work during the off-season are classified as employed 

- Persons without work and currently available for work who have made arrangements to start a new job on a date subsequent to the reference period are classified as unemployed 

- Persons without work and currently available for work who are trying to establish their own enterprise are classified as unemployed 

- Persons without work and currently available for work who are not seeking work during the reference period due to specific reasons (e.g. discouraged workers) are classified as economically inactive 

- Persons who performed some work for pay or profit during the reference period but were subject to compulsory schooling are classified as employed 

- Persons who performed some work for pay or profit during the reference period but were full-time or part-time students are classified as employed 

- Persons who performed some work for pay or profit during the reference period but were retired and/or receiving a pension are classified as employed 

- Persons who performed some work for pay or profit during the reference period but were registered as jobseekers at an employment office are classified as unemployed 

- Persons who performed some work for pay or profit during the reference period but were receiving unemployment benefits are classified as unemployed 

- Persons who were seeking and/or available for work and were subject to compulsory schooling are classified as unemployed 

- Persons who were seeking and/or available for work and were full-time or part-time students are classified as unemployed 

- Persons who were seeking and/or available for work and were retired and/or receiving a pension are classified as unemployed 

- Paid apprentices and trainees are classified as unemployed 

- Unpaid apprentices and trainees are classified as unemployed 

- Contributing family workers at work during the reference period are classified as employed 

- Contributing family workers temporarily absent from work are classified as employed 

- Members of the armed forces who are career members are classified as employed

Sample design
Sampling frame: Population census

The sampling frame is updated: every 5 years

Procedure used to update the sampling frame: The sample design is based on the procedure of the stratified multistage selection.  The procedure to design the sample population consists of the following stages:  1. exclusion of areas that cannot be surveyed  2. exclusion of the population not subject to surveying  3. stratification of the total population  4. selection of the first stage territorial units  5. selection of the second stage territorial units  6. selection of households  Besides, during the first year of territorial sample operation household lists were composed, and during the following 4 years those lists were updated before conducting the survey, to record uninhabited, closed dwellings and to exclude those households were only persons over 70 years live.

Lowest level of geographic disaggregation for which reliable estimates of the unemployment rate can be produced and their frequency: 27 regions, Autonomous Republic of Crimea and Kyiv and Sevastopol cities (quarterly)
