Tripartite Meeting of Experts on
the ILO Multilateral Framework
on Labour Migration

(Geneva, 22-24 November 2005)

At its 92nd Session (June 2004), the International Labour Conference adopted the
resolution concerning a fair deal for migrant workers in a global economy, which requests
the Governing Body to periodically review the progress made in implementing the
conclusions and plan of action on a fair deal for migrant workers in a global economy. At
its 291st Session (November 2004), 2 the Governing Body examined a document on the
effect to be given to the resolutions adopted by the International Labour Conference at its
92nd Session (June 2004) and decided that a tripartite meeting of experts should be
convened to evaluate the suitability of the guidelines on best practices for inclusion in a
draft non-binding multilateral framework for a rights-based approach to labour migration.
The Governing Body also agreed that the Meeting should be held before the guidelines
were presented to it.

In order to obtain the Government nominations, the Director-General would approach the
governments of the following countries: Africa: Kenya, Nigeria, Senegal, South Africaand
Tunisia; Americas. Argentina, Canada, Ecuador, Mexico, Trinidad and Tobago; Asa:
